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THE CHIANTI SCULPTURE PARK
The Chianti Sculpture Park is located in Tuscany about 7 miles north of  Siena. 
Over a mystical wooded area of 32 acres, the Parco Sculture del Chianti is a collection of site-specific sculptures and installations created by artists from over 20 countries.
The area is famous worldwide for its beautiful hilly landscape, its vineyards and the evergreen olive trees and cypress trees.  
Piero Giadrossi the founder of this Park, has travelled extensively for over 20 years and has always collected small and large contemporary sculptures.  His vision was to share with the discerning visitors of Tuscany, his love for sculpture and so he decided to create a permanent exhibition along a shadowy trail which runs through a beautiful wood of oaks.  
Each artist chose the site for his or her installation, thus each work becomes a unique presence in the corner of the wood where it is mounted. To select the artists Piero was helped by an Art Committee and careful thought was given to the nationality and the media used. Twenty countries are represented so far and this makes the Park truly unique in Italy. One of the objectives of the Park was to give room to artists barely known in Europe, but famous in their country of origin; significant talents that otherwise would have no exposure to the western public.

In the new Amphitheatre inside the Park, in a magical atmosphere, concerts and other cultural events take place from May to September.
Opposite the entrance of the Park an old building which was a pottery,  has been transformed into a large art gallery, the Fornace Art Gallery, and so visitors who have admired the large sculptures in the Park can have a chance to  admire smaller works made by the same artists.

How to get to the Park
Milan-Rome highway: Firenze Certosa exit.
Superstrada to Siena: Siena Nord exit.
Left onto SS222, towards Castellina and then take a right turn after 1.5 km towards Vagliagli. 
Drive for about 8 km. and then turn right towards PIEVASCIATA. It is a country road and you will find the Park at your right after about 4 km.
From Rome: drive the Superstrada around Siena until you find the Siena Nord exit. Then follow the instruction above.

THE ARTISTS

Aldana, Pilar – “Construccion para Atrapar el Tiempo”

Pilar  was born in Bogota. She took up sculpture in Spain in 1995. She now lives in Barcelona. Her works include monumental works as well as installations. Her favourite materials are glass, granite, iron and wood.

Barab, Neal – “Twist”

Before moving to Italy, Neil Barab lived and worked in California, receiving a degree in Fine Art from the University of California, Santa Cruz, in 1982. He moved to Pietrasanta, Italy in October 1987 and still works there.

Barrera, Xavier – “Por la Libertad de Prensa”

Xavier Barrera Fontenla was born in Buenos Aires in 1968. At present he is artistic director of the Colon theater of Buenos Aires. His pieces are installed in many countries around the world: Argentina, USA (Texas) and Spain.

Benhura, Dominic – “Leap Frog”

Dominic Benhura was born in 1968 in Harare, Zimbabwe. Many early formative years were spent at Chapungu Sculpture Park and he is today regarded as the cutting edge of Zimbabwe sculpture with one man exhibitions in Zimbabwe, Australia, Belgium, Holland, Germany and America.
Berrettini, Mauro – “La Pietra Sospesa”
Mauro Berrettini was born in Buonconvento (Siena) Italy in 1943. He lives and works in Siena.  Since 1984 he has presented his works in his own studio and in various public and private galleries, both in Italy and abroad.  
Bertoux, Nicolas – “Coin de Bois Blanc”Born in France (1951), Nicolas Bertoux lives and works in Italy, Seravezza (Lucca). He is director, together with his wife, of the Foundation ARKAD.

Bullock, Benbow – “Homage to Brancusi”

Benbow Bullock is a metal art/steel sculptor working in the San Francisco bay area who has been creating contemporary metal art sculptures for over 30 years. Benbow’s various contemporary sculptures and art installations can be seen at a number of US art institutions and in numerous private and public collections worldwide.

Cipollone, Roberto – “Chianti”

Roberto Cipollone (Ciro) was born in Pescara in 1947. In 1977 he moved in Loppiano, near Florence, were he is living and working up to the present. Here in 1982 he established and developed “La Bottega Di Ciro”, a medieval-like artistic workshop, where painting, sculpture, architecture, art and craftsmanship are in harmony.

Furlong, William – “Off the Beaten Track”

Born in 1944. He lives and works in London. He founded Audio Arts in 1973. Furlong is professor at the Wimbledon School of Art in London.

Glesta, Anita – “Dialogue”

Anita was born in Australia in 1958. She lives and works in USA where she moved in 1995. Today is  professor  at  the University of  Long Island.

Heidar, Yasmina – “Falling Leaf”
Yasmina was born in Alessandria, Egypt in 1978. She achieved a degree in Fine Arts, a diploma with honours in Sculpture and a master in “Sculpture techniques in glass” at the University of Alessandria. At present she works at her doctorate at the Fine Art Academy of Carrara, Italy. From 1991 on she took part to several collective exhibitions.

Kim, Hae Won – “Island”

This Corean artist was born in Seul. Professor of art she is also Director and owner of the Shin Chun Jee Art Museum on the island of Cheju, in Korea.
Leow, Vincent – “The Milk Factory”

Vincent Leow was born in Singapore in 1961. He is a painter  and a sculptor . Leow’s various contemporary sculptures can be seen  in Singapore in private and public collections.

Litjens, Cor – “Unfinished Building”

Cor Litjens was born in Holland in 1956. After his study of art education at the “Tehatex College” in Nijmegen he became a professional artist and opened his own studio in 1981. Together with others he started a gallery and a sculpture park in Beuningen.

Marangoni, Federica – “Rainbow Crash”

Federica Marangoni was born in Padua in 1940. She combines neon light, glass and the moving image of the TV screen in her sculptures and large installations, in order to create the illusion of a dynamic dimension. She exhibits all over the world.

Nakamura, Key – “La Casa nel Bosco”

Key was born in Japan in 1976. He  studied art and sculpture under the direction of Mauro Berrettini. Key lives and works in Pietrasanta (Lucca).

Pfeiffer, Johannes – “Limes”

Born in Germany in 1954, lives and works in Italy (Turin) and Ulm, the place where he was born. His works can be seen at many public collections. Particularly appreciated by the critics was his contribution for a lyric solution to straighten the Leaning Tower of Pisa in 1991.

Reuter, Ursula Christiansen – “The Blue Bridge”

Born in Trier, Germany in 1943 she moved to Denmark in 1969. She represented  Denmark at  49th Biennale of Venice in 2001.

Saward, Jeff – “Labyrinth”

Jeff Saward was born in 1959 in Thundersley, England. First captivated by the labyrinth in 1976 today he is a world authority on their history and development and the author and editor of several essays and journals.
Schuerch, Jaya – “Harmonic Divergence”

Born in Santa Barbara, California, on March 19, 1958, Jaya Schuerch grew up in the United States and in Switzerland. Her work is represented in private collections in Italy, Switzerland and the U.S.A. She lives and works in California and in Italy

Sinaga, Dolorosa – “Faith and Illusion”

Dolorosa Sinaga was born in Sibolga, the Batak land, in Sumatra in 1952. She has received several awards and recognitions for her achievements in Indonesia including being appointed a member of the Rectorium of The Jakarta Arts Institute.

Spath, Christoph – “Balance”

Christoph Spath was born in 1957 in Stuttgart, Germany. He studied architecture and later stone sculpture in Aachen and Duesseldorf. His work has been exhibited extensively throughout the United States and Europe and his sculptures can be seen in many public collections. He has also participated in numerous symposiums.

Tufan, Kemal – “The Keel”

Kemal Tufan was born in Silviri, Istanbul, in 1962. In 1994 he graduated from the Sculpture Dept. of Fine Art Faculty of Mimar Sinan University, Istanbul.
From 1989 until 1991 Tufan worked at the City Theatre of the Municipality of Istanbul as choreographer. 

Varotsos, Costas – “Energy”

Costas Varotsos was born in 1955, in Athens. He lives and works in Greece. He studied at The Accademia di Belle Arti, Rome, Università di Architettura, Pescara, Fullbright grant 1990-1991, New York. Sculptures of the artist are owned by numerous museums.

Visintin, Adriano – “Xaris”

Adriano Visintin was born in 1955 in Sagrado (Gorizia).  In 1974, he began exhibiting his works and took part in many different group and solo exhibitions, in Italy and other countries.
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
